	Chauniece R. Conner, a native Memphian, launched her classical ballet dance career at the tender age of 8, under the instruction of George Latimer of the now defunct Ballet South/ Tennessee Ballet Company. Her performing credentials with this company include, The Nutcracker, Sleeping Beauty, Coppelia, The Red Shoes, Peter and the Wolf, and Cinderella.  In 1986, she was selected to perform the title role as “Clara” in The Nutcracker. In an unsurpassed sold out performance, she was the first African-American female dancer throughout the entire Southeastern region of the United States to perform the role of “Clara” within a mixed professional ballet company.  
	 In the early 1990’s, she joined the River City Ballet Company as a Principal dancer under the tutelage of world renowned dancer/director/choreographer Carlton Lee Johnson. While studying under Mr. Johnson, she performed title roles in the majority of River City’s performances, including: “Beauty” in Beauty in the Beast, “Dorothy” in The Wizard of Oz and “Clara” in the Nutcracker. 
	 In 2002, Chauniece realized her dream and opened her own classical ballet dance company, Ballet On Wheels. Chauniece hopes to continue to cultivate her young students into confident, well-trained classical ballet dancers committed to enriching the lives of people of all ages and backgrounds through the simple art of dance.
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
